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Components
· Analysis of sight passage (short answer) 
· Theme support paragraph 

What you need to know…

1. Literary devices (allusion, metaphor, simile…)
2. Structural features (sentence structure, sentence variety, punctuation…)

3. Thematic connections between the various works we studied (including short stories, films, novels, plays)
4. How to write a well-structured, formal paragraph

How you can study…
1. Review previous assignments for examples of questions similar to those you will find on the exam. 

2. Make sure you have the literary devices and rhetorical devices terminology notes and sheets given out at the start of the semester. Review them.
3. Review the plot, characters and themes of the works studied this term – Lord of the Flies, Romeo and Juliet, your culminating novel, and the various short stories.

4. Try to find connections between these works – theme, plot, character, etc. 
5. Look at all of the sustained writing work you have done this semester (theme paragraphs and essays in particular). Re-read my comments. See if there are any areas of weakness which I point out repeatedly. Remember everything I’ve said about (a) what makes a good thesis, (b) the difference between plot and theme, (c) how to clearly and explicitly connect your arguments to your thesis, and (d) the importance of spelling and grammar.
6. Write a theme paragraph about one connection (plot, character, theme) between three course texts. Time yourself. Do it several times, until you get faster and more accurate. (30 – 45 minutes should be enough time to go through outlining, writing and proof-reading.) For extra practice, try using the paragraph planning organizer which will accompany your exam:
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6. Get plenty of rest. Eat well. Study slowly and gradually, rather than trying to cram the night before. Relax – the exam is important, but remember that, for better or worse, 90% of your Grade 10 English mark is already over and done with. Take this seriously, but don’t over-stress yourself. Do the best you can.
