Task: 
To write an annotated bibliography for at least three (3) children’s books.  All work must be completed in 
class.

BIBLIOGRAPHY:
A specially-formatted list of books a person has looked at in his/her research.

Please follow this bibliographic format (information AND punctuation) for your bibliographic entries:

Author’s Last Name, Author’s First Name.  Title of Book.  City of Publication:


Publishing Company, Year.

ANNOTATION: 
A small explanation of each book, which includes 



a) a summary of the book’s use of story elements, and 







b) how that book is useful for a specific purpose.

For each entry, also include:

· A brief description of characters, plot, and setting.
· A brief discussion of the graphic elements of the text like layout, lettering, pictures, use of colour, etc.).

· ALL of the above elements can contribute to the book’s appropriate age range.  So, finally, discuss the appropriate age range for each book, and explain why you think it would be appropriate for that audience.

Example:
Szekeres, Cindy.  Toby.  Toronto: Little Simon, 2000.

Toby is the story of a little mouse that plays in his room, exercises his dinosaurs, and has a picnic with his mother.  He is a small mouse with lots of energy and a mother who loves him very much.  This book would be appropriate for children 3-5 years old because they could relate to the character because kids of this age have a lot of energy and typically have parents who love them.  The illustrations are bright and colourful and take up most of the pages, which is also appealing for a child of this age because young kids like bright colours.
Place entries in alphabetical order by last name of the author.  To help, submit three pieces of paper and staple them in this order.
