A Midsummer Night’s Dream News Article Assignment

You will be creating the front page of a newspaper set in Athens before/during/after the events that take place in A Midsummer Night’s Dream.  

Components
1. Write a front page news story about A Midsummer Night’s Dream that follows the format of writing a news article.  

· You will write the article according to one of the following situations from the play.  

· You will provide a picture, and you will also provide a caption to that picture.  

· You will also construct a clever headline.

OPTIONS – select ONE:

a. Theseus and Hippolyta’s Wedding

b. Titania falls in love with Bottom

c. Puck meddles in human affairs

d. Egeus requests to punish Hermia with death

e. The nobles’ course of love

f. An event from the play of your choice
2. Examine the header of a regular newspaper; in your paper, include the name of the paper, the city, and the date.  Try to copy the format of a regular paper.

3. In the remaining space, include a weather report and a preview of what’s inside (Theatre and the Arts, Editorial, Advice Column, etc.)  Try to generate some snappy, sensationalistic headlines that would sell papers to ancient Athenians.

Please Consider:

· Try to have your newspaper look like an actual newspaper with columns, captions, headlines, and photos strategically placed.  

· Double check spelling and professionalism.

· Your newspaper may be no smaller than a 8 ½ x 11” piece of paper, and no larger than 11 x 14”.
