WORK CITED

THE PURPOSE of a Work Cited is to reference work you consulted in studying a topic or issue. This gives the reader of YOUR work an idea of what it is based upon.

· Not all are the same. Depending on where you go, different schools may format their Work Cited differently. Preston uses MLA format.

· Format is important. Once you understand it, the standard format of a Work Cited makes for easier referencing. Particularly at the upper levels where readers are more likely researchers looking for tips and leads for their own research.
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YOUR TASK

Working within your pod, correctly reference the resources provided. Write it up on a regular sheet of paper. Use pencil and a ruler. Follow MLA format. There is a catch, though. Each group member has a role:

· The person sitting closest to the door will be the recorder. This person will write the group’s work cited, on lined paper.

· The person sitting closest to the teacher will be the quality controller. This person will be in charge of proofreading his or her group’s work and making sure any necessary changes are made.
